Virtual Evaluation MPJ2022

GUIDELINES

The evaluation will be done on the basis of the submitted videos of the Skaters’ performance, who due to the pandemic situation and travel restrictions are not able to participate in person in MPJ2022. Skaters will receive the results of the evaluation and the final classification after conclusion of MPJ2022. 



Video Requirements
Camera Position 
· The camera must be elevated and if possible situated close to where a Technical Panel would be seated on the judge/technical panel side of the rink (approximately at center ice) 
· The camera must remain in one place and remain stationary during the recording 
· Use a wide angle/wide screen. 
· If recording with a mobile phone please use the landscape orientation 
· Use the camera zoom feature keeping the Skater/Couple close when (if) they move to the opposite end of the rink 
· Ensure that music is clear since the judges require music to evaluate GOE 
· Ensure that the lighting on the ice-surface is at competition level if possible 
· Skater/Couple submit a day and time when they will record at the beginning of the video by showing the PFSA internet page with a code prescribed for Skater/Couple in front of the camera, that shows the date and time they selected. *

*  As an example, the week of December 5th - 8th is chosen and a Couple has a practice session from 7am to 11am each day. They submit on their application form (Appendix A) that they will perform their Rhythm Dance on December 6th at 9:30am and their Free Dance on December 7th at 10am. 

How to film:  
 If using a phone or tablet you need to film in landscape mode (turn the phone horizontally for a wide view). For an iPhone, follow these instructions: 
1. Go to Settings→Camera→Record Video 
2. Choose 1080p at 60p 
3. Switch to Airplane Mode 
4. Make sure there is enough space available on your phone to record. Recommend at least 2GB of available space. 
5. Clean your camera lens. 
Video Format 
Video files have various formats that are indicated in the file title. For example, a video could be titled: PIVOTING BLOCK_PB4.mp4. MP4 is the indication of the file type or format. This is automatically added when the video is created. MP4 files work best. If you have saved your file in another format, there could be some loss of resolution (blurry). WAV files are often low resolution and will result in an unclear picture. AVI files (often the default on a Mac computer) should be changed to MP4. 
If the video is of bad quality, the recorded performance will NOT be evaluated

After performing the program: 
1. The witness*, coach and athletes must sign an Affidavit Form (Appendix B)
2. Submit the video for review.  
* A witness will guarantee the integrity of the performance by ensuring that the video submitted is one continuous video and not edited to any extent (Appendix B). In addition, the witness will watch the performance and verify that the program was performed only one time at the date and time.  The video must be date and time stamped (iPhone verification – date and time) on the recording prior to the athlete performing the program.   The witness can be a local official, rink manager or other coach who does NOT teach the skater/team.

		Evaluation process
· The Technical Panel must evaluate the performance watching the video the day before the event starts, as the first. 
· When the elements are recognized by the TP, the Judges and the Referee watch the video and evaluate the performance with the GOE and Components inserting marks on their Judges sheets. All marks are then transferred to the calculation system.


Scores from both, the Technical Panel and Judging Panel will be entered to the calculation system to create the final result and skater’s protocol.
The individual result will be added to the final result of the MPJ2022
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
